The best efforts of humanity end up unwinding in chaos over 

time and the evaporation of courage for living is understandable. 

The Christian has been given a great gift in the first coming of     

Jesus. We have been forgiven and now have a relationship  with 

God as born again believers. We can be encouraged by our new 

and right standing through Christ. Yet, many Christians wither from 

the time and circumstances of their lives as the world continues to 

reel from the force of sin. Faith is the key to be encouraged. 

God bestows upon us the information we need to stay constant in 

our faith. This is the context of what Paul was saying in                   

I Thessalonians. He had shared the details of Jesusô coming to call 

us out of this world in I Thessalonians 4:13-17. He states in verse 

13, ñBrothers, we do not want you to be ignorant about those who 

fall asleep, or to grieve like the rest of men, who have no hope.ò He 

then proceeds to tell them, and us, that Jesus will return and  

ñcatch upò those that have died in Christ along with those still living. 

Not one of the Lordôs own would be left behind!  It is this infor-

mation given by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit that should serve 

to be the content of our ongoing encouragement. Paul said,
