Psalms 27:14 

 

Waiting is hard. Our culture has come to expect things right now, and the 

idea that waiting is a prescription of God to deepen and develop us is 

something many find to be a difficult pill to swallow.  

 

He intends to use waiting as a faith builder; we resist because faith (trust) 

in God, is counter to our (in the flesh) fear-driven hearts. God wants to 

grow us out of this resistance and into a rest that is comprised of          

assurance. He purposes us beyond the momentary circumstances, to view 

Him as ABLE (II Corinthians 9:8) , and the process of waiting weans us 

from fearfully scurrying about trying to ñsolveò things that we know are 

beyond our means to accomplish. 

 

This passage commands us to ñébe strong and take heartò. This is not 

something that comes to mind when you think of waiting. Anxiety (in the 

flesh) increases in waiting. It seems unreasonable to be commanded to be 

strong and take heart. But this is a part of the faith (trust) aspect of wait-

ing. 

 

 In Isaiah 40: 30,31, we are told that ñéthose who hope in the Lord will 

renew their strengthò. The word ñrenewò means to ñexchangeò. We set 

aside our feeble strength , and God gives us His strength. Itôs the only 

way we can obey the command to ñébe strong and take heartò. He says 

again, ñéwait for the Lordò. 

 

Waiting on the Lord will produce a deeper faith in the Lord; a restful    

assurance that He who has promised will do what is best for us (Romans 

8:28). We must wait with the same conviction and faith that the Apostle 

Paul had when he said, ñAnd my God will meet all your needs according 

to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus.ò (Philippians 4:19)
